The Actors' Fund of Canada is a registered charity that provides short-term financial aid to
entertainment industry professionals working in theatre, film & TV, music and dance. Performers,
creators, technical staff and other production team members can apply for help from the Fund
which delivered over $400,000 in rent payments, grocery money, utility payments and other basic
living expenses to clients in the last 12 months and over $3 million in the last 10 years.

To date, The Big Swing Golf Tournament has raised over $285,000 to help entertainment industry
workers in distress.
