Awarded to a woman or man in the industry who has made an outstanding contribution
toward building, advancing, and sustaining women's careers in screen-based media.
The recipient is recognised for her/his significant contribution-through valuable
activities such as mentoring emerging female talent, supporting the advancement of
women throughout the industry, or assisting female entrepreneurs in initiating and



growing their own companies.
